The Aylmer Health Coop Medical
Centre will close for two weeks, from
noon Friday, July 29, to Sunday, August
14, inclusive; this will allow all staff to
take a summer break. People needing
care or consultation should seek assis-
tance at other medical facilities in
Gatineau from July 29 to
August 14,

The Coop decided on a
shut-down, rather than a
piecemeal holiday shedule,
in order to maintain ade-
quate services through the
summer, while allowing a
rest to its medical and cleri-
cal staff following a particu-
larly gruelling year. More
than 28 000 cases were dealt
with at the Clinic’s emer-
gency in the last 12 months,
in addition to regular
patients’ consultations and
follow-ups with their family
doctors.

The number of General
Physicians at the Aylmer
Coop has dropped from six
to four, placing additional
stress on remaining doctors
and staff. Efforts to recruit
new physicians by contact-
ing over 400 of them has not
yielded results. This means
a summer break is all the
more important to the staff.

The Coop Clinic will
resume operations progres-
sively, reserving the week of
August 15 to 21 for its regu-
lar patients and Coop mem-

bers,” by appointment only. Regular
hours for the general public will
resume Monday, August 22.
